 III.  Required Vaccine Codes:
In order for your vaccine compliance groups to work, you first have to clean up your required vaccine codes.  Vaccination codes are found in “Student Management”  “Office”  “Health Records”  “Codes”  “Vaccination Codes”  
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Double Click on Vaccination Codes to open the table:
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There is a button where you can review either your required vaccines or your special vaccines.  I recommend you have the following under your required vaccines:

DTaP – This can include all DTaP combinations, DTap, Td, TdaP.  

*TdaP or TD You can choose to include all boosters under one vaccine code, or you can separate your boosters out.  You can NOT have more than one booster.  It makes it very difficult.  You can distinguish between Td and TdaP by using a vaccine dose comment.
Polio - Whatever you want to call it, you need ONE polio vaccine code.  Again, you can designate between oral and injectable polio with a vaccine dose comment.

HBV – Hepatitis B Vaccine 

HAV – Hepatitis A Vaccine 

HIB – 

PCV – Prevnar 

MMR -  You have a choice.  You can group your MMR all together and designate a Measles Only dose with a vaccine dose comment. Or you can separate them into three vaccine codes:  Measles, Mumps, and Rubella.  The system will work both ways.  They key is, everyone in your district has to enter vaccines the same way!  

VAR – Varicella 

MNG – Meningococcal

HPV – HPV

Everything else should be moved to the SPECIAL vaccine codes.
Your DTap Vaccine Code should be linked to a “Booster Dose”.  If you highlight the DTaP code, then you should see the link on the right hand side of the page.  If you don’t then you will have to add a booster dose.  Your Td Boosters will not work without this link.
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IV. Vaccine Compliance Groups

1. Where are my vaccine compliance group settings?

Vaccine Compliance Groups are located under “Student Management” “Office” “Health Records”  “Codes”.  The last code in your health records codes should be “Vaccine Compliance Codes”
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Double Click to open the vaccine compliance groups:

The first thing you need to do, is check the very top of your screen.  The year should be the current school year 2008, the default compliance group should be DCG and the box should be checked to indicate this is the default group.  
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Skyward looks at vaccine compliance by age and then by grade.  You have the option to program settings either by age or by grade.  The system is set to default to check age first, then if there is nothing in there for age, it will look at the student’s grade.  The system checks for each and every required vaccine.   You must have some type of requirement for each of your required vaccines even if the requirement is “0 doses”.  
Let’s Start with Kindergarten or Age 5.  To simplify things, and to match this year’s K-12 requirements, let’s program everything by grade, then we will program special situations by age.
For Kindergarten through 12th Grade we will program in the following:

DTaP – 5 doses with the rule 4AFT4 that states if the 4th dose was after the students, then count the student as compliant
IPV – Polio – 4 doses with the rule 3AFT4 that states if the 4th dose was after the student’s 4th birthday, then count the student as compliant.

MMR – 2 doses – with the rule, 1BEF1, that state if the first dose was given before the first birthday, then do not count the dose as compliant.

Measles – 2 doses- with the rule, 1BEF1, that state if the first dose was given before the first birthday, then do not count the dose as compliant.

Mumps – 1 dose

Rubella – 1 dose 

HBV – 3 doses – no rule

HAV – Depends on your county

0 doses if your county doesn’t require it.  

2 doses - with the rule, 1BEF1, that states if the first dose was given before the first birthday, then do not count the dose as compliant.

VAR – 1 dose - with the rule, 1BEF1, that states if the first dose was given before the first birthday, then do not count the dose as compliant.

HIB – 0 doses
HPV – 0 Doses 

MNG – 0 doses

PCV – 0 doses 

HPV – 0 doses 
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Grades 4th -12th  will be the programmed exactly the same except for:
HAV – 0 doses for all counties.

At this time we will add some special circumstances that apply to ages:

Ages 7-22 

DPT – 3 doses, with the rule 1AFT4, that states at least one dose must be on or after the 4th birthday for the student to be compliant. 
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Ages 13- 22

VAR – doses 2, with the rule 1BE13, if the any dose was given before the 13th birthday, then count the student as compliant.
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PreK and EE or Age 3 and 4 year olds:

DTaP – 4 Doses 

Polio – 3 Doses 

Hepatitis B – 3 Doses 

Hepatitis A – 2 Doses – 1 BEF1 - 

MMR or Measles, Mumps, and Rubella – One dose each  - 1BEF1

HiB one dose

Varicella – One dose – 1BEF1

PCV – One Dose -1AFT1

MNG – 0  

HPV -  0 
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This should complete your vaccine compliance groups!  YEAH!
 Once you get the vaccine compliance groups completed, you need to run the utility that assigns DCG to all your required vaccines.  For some reason, this can get dropped when you are reprogramming your compliance groups.

Go to the “Utilities” button in “health records”.

Select the “Mass Assign Vaccination Groups”
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This is the screen that will open:
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Make sure your entity field is open 

The student status should be both

Read the explanation for the Assign Type at the top of the page and select what you want.  You can “Over ride existing records” to make sure you get all vaccine codes.

Process by:  need to select BOTH

Group:  DCG 

Vaccination selection:  all required vaccines

Now click on the process button.  

It will ask you where to print the report.  Select to print the report to your screen.  You do not need to really print it out.  Once the utility has processed, it will print a list of all the students it assigned the DCG to.  When you close this report, it will ask you if you want to assign DCG to everyone in the report, say ok.  It will process again, and then all required vaccines should have the DCG code.

Congratulations!  Your vaccine compliance groups should be all set-up!  Now you can run a vaccination report or a state immunization report.
